Per the group, Portage Ccwagythe Community Containment Plan as
part of their EOP. The group remembered that Hel@eunty has a Community Containment
Plan as part of their LHD plan. Per Margo, Sum@aunty are currently working on
developing and adopting a Community ContainmenteXnof which the Isolation and
Quarantine section will become a tab. Akron Cigalth Department has an Community
Containment SOG. Per Justin, Medina County hasran@mity Containment as part of their
LHD plan but it is not currently part of the courg®P.

This process is difficult to begin because we haaeer had to do it. There are numerous
issues to consider such as transportation, comratimicand the response based on different
disease entities.

Dr. Hubert asked who might be attending the Statewdichool Closure Tabletop. Dr. Hubert,
Margo, Kerry and Kristi will be attending. Dr. Het suggested we wait to mover forward
with any decisions from this group until we have tpportunity to ask the state some
guestions such as:

Can we identify trigger points as to when to cleskools versus when to re-open?

What symptoms will these triggers be under?

How might this impact pandemic flu during the summersus regular seasonal influenza?
How can we begin to develop a public informatiompaign?

What is the state planning on putting out?

Can we ask ODH/ODE to pre-develop consistent messagated to community containment
activities during a pan flu incident?
